This is Principal Tim Chipman, and I am thrilled to welcome you to the 2022-2023 school year.
It’s going to be a terrific year at South School as we continue to strive for academic and social
excellence.

The first day of student attendance is Wednesday, August 17.  It is a full day of school with daily
announcements beginning at 8:00 and classes beginning at 8:05.  The doors to the school will
open at 7:35 this year.  Kindergarten students will be dismissed from the south end of the
building at 2:25 each day.  Grades 1-5 will be dismissed at either 2:30 (bus and daycare riders)
or 2:35 (walkers and car riders).

Families will be able to see their students’ teachers in Skyward Family and Student Access
beginning at 12:00 noon on Friday, August 12.

Also, our Back to School Night will return this year.  Parents and students are invited to come to
South on Monday, August 15, 2022, between 6:00-7:00 p.m. This is an opportunity for you and
your children to meet their fabulous teachers and see their classrooms.  This is also the perfect
time to drop off school supplies so your daughter or son won’t have to carry them with them on
the first day of school.
